Preface   

The undergraduate programme in political science remains one of the most popular and prestigious 

programmes offered at the university, as it delves into the everyday life of individuals in society, 

government and state. The four-year undergraduate Programme (FYUG), under the New Education 

Policy 2020 framework, aims to enhance students' basic theoretical, conceptual, scientific, and 

analytical skills. 

  

There are a total of fifteen compulsory core courses that students are required to take across six 

semesters in the first three years of the Programme. The question paper shall be prepared as per the 

University guidelines. Out of 100 marks in each course, 75 marks will be assessed in the end-semester 

examination and 25 marks will be carried from the sessional assessments. In the semester 

examination, there will be two questions from each unit and the students have to answer at least one 

question from each unit.
